4. To engage in any behavior that has been or could be enjoined pursuant to Family Code section 6320 described as 

follows: 
 

• Molesting • Attacking • Striking • Stalking 
• Threatening • Harassing • Battering • Assaulting (sexual or otherwise) 
• Credibly impersonating (on the Internet, electronically or otherwise) as described in Pen. Code, § 528.5   
• Falsely personating as described in Pen. Code, § 529 
• Telephoning, including, but not limited to, making annoying telephone calls as described in Pen. Code, § 653m 
• Destroying personal property 
• Contacting, either directly or indirectly, by mail or otherwise 
• Coming within a specified distance 
• Disturbing the peace of the other party 
• Coercive control of the other party. Examples include but are not limited to:  

o Isolation from sources of support 
o Deprivation of basic necessities  
o Monitoring or controlling the other party’s daily behaviors 
o Intimidation or threats based on actual or suspected immigration status 
o Reproductive coercion: control over the reproductive autonomy of another through force, threat 

of force, or intimidation
